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HRPñReestablishing Normalcy 
The Housing and Re-establishment Program was birthed 

during the current pandemic with the aim to assist those 

facing homelessness or who are currently displaced and 

are often individuals that slip through the cracks of other 

services. The Housing and Reestablishment Program 

strives to meet the needs of its guests by providing emer-

gency shelter, help for applying assistance from govern-

ment programs, providing job coaching, help with re-

sumes, connecting clients by providing weekly in person 

apartment tours, assistance with completing job applica-

tions, new hire paperwork, securing government docu-

ments, ensuring the client has the proper work attire for 

new employment, life skills training, help to address per-

sonal legal issues along with ongoing support and case 

management.  

Since the inception of the Housing and Re-establishment 

Program it has seen more than 40 men enter the program 

with more than 50% securing regular employment in less 

than 90 days.  

To share a quick success story, there was guest who had 

recently been released from the prison system and he 

simply wanted to apply for Social Security Disability and 

obtain low income housing. With the support of the Good 

Shepherd Center the client's goals had changed by the 

time he completed the program, as he gained stable em-

ployment and stable housing. Upon a recent follow up the 

client had enrolled in a local community college with the 

plan to complete a business degree focusing on account-

ing.
